I offer 
the following tips and strategies on test-taking for you to cover with your children as they prepare for these im-
portant exams: 
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3) Budget your time to answer all questions. 
4) Answer the questions you know first. 
5) Mark questions you need to think about. 
6) Guess if you do not know.  Provide some sort of answer. 
7) Change answers only if you are sure that they are wrong. 
8) Use ALL the time allowed.  Check over answers and re-read directions. 
9) Read the entire question before answering. 
10) Cross out the answers you know are wrong.  Make a logical guess if you do not know the answer. 

Of course, nothing replaces actual knowledge!  Our teachers, staff and added tutors have done everything they 
can do to prepare the students.  I know the depth of their concern for your children, for we think of them as our 
own.
